his fact sheet summarizes the Adolescent Substance Abuse Treatment in Kentucky report. Outcomes
were examined for several specific targeted factors including: (1) substance use, (2) mental health
problems, (3) school performance, 4) involvement with the justice system, and 5) recovery supports.

Results for this report include outcomes for 376 adolescents (ages 11 - 17 years old) who received publicly
funded substance abuse treatment in Community Mental Health Centers in FY 2015 and 2016 and in
programs funded through the Kentucky Kids Recovery funding initiative from October 2014 - October 2015.
Clients completed a follow-up survey approximately 12 months after treatment intake (with a follow-up rate

of 86%).
